“We not only arranged for his daily food, reveals Chavan, but Phulari sir
even gave him cash, and asked me to arrange for a pass for him, to
be sent back by a special bus to his native village to his parents.”

Within a day everything was arranged, his rent issues sorted out, his food,
and even his return, thanks to Addl CP Phulari and the groundwork of Chavan,
the boy was safely back in his hometown. A job well done,even if it meant
going out of the way, which by the way, is now the Khaki way!

to their database of 11,200 senior citizens.

Says Vaishali, “They were so happy, when we called them, to ask about their
health, and inquire if they needed any medicines or supplies and to request them
not to move out, most of them asked us to take care of ourselves and our families.
It was really heart-warming.”

Chandgude avers, “We used to clock more than five hundred calls a day, and
we had a team of ten then, now we have half that.” When asked if they got any
calls on 1090, the senior citizen help line number, she says, “Just between 10 and
12, that too mostly for inquiries. This initiative by the Pune City Police has gone
down very well with them and public perception of the force has changed drastically.”

Indeed, the initiatives taken by the top brass and implemented thoroughly

and capably by their respective teams has done a great deal to make the police

people friendly. Salute to the Khaki tribe once again.

Branch Pune, got a call from her DCP Bachchan Singh
regarding a lady caught in Ratnagiri with a young

daughter who was pretty ill and wanting to come

back, she wasted no time incalling her up.

“1 remember, recollects Geeta, she sounded very upset, before the lockdown,
this Kalayani Nagar resident of Pune, had taken her daughter to a remote village
near Ratnagiri for some medical treatment, and now wanted to come back, as
she wasn't doing too well, and her aged parents were all alone in the city”.

Geeta and her colleagues now contacted her father, a senior citizen
himself, and helped him through the process of filling an online form.
Recalls Geeta, “The gentleman refused to let anyone else do it, and spent
nearly half a day, calling me twenty times, to finally fill up the form.”

Then they sent their own car and driver to Ratnagiri to fetch the lady
and her daughter, and says Geeta, “So particular was the old gentleman that he
insisted we make a pass for them from Pune limits to Kalyani Nagar, and we had to
convince him that it was a 100 percent pass!”

Geeta avers, “The reached safely, and since then, the family must have
called up almost daily to thank me. | was really happy.” A job well done, and
Khaki, well 100 percent pass!

So, we asked him if he
could cook, and he said yes, so again we pooled money and gave him a fortnight's
supply of food, pulses etc, to sustain him, till the time his parents got back!"

there were several cows going hungry at

Not waiting a second, he and his mate PC Nitin Chaudhari went to the vegetable
market and gathered as many bags of veggie leftovers as they could manage,
grabbed a couple of volunteers on the way and charged up the hillock to find
emaciated and weak cows who hadn’t had a proper feed for several days.
Recollects Tanaji, “ They were really hungry, and ate all the vegetable waste fast,
so we kept on doing the same routine for the next few days, and then organized
volunteers from the area, and connected them to the vegetable dealers, so that
they could feed the cows daily.”For those in khaki who work tirelessly and don’t
even go home when the cows do, it was just another dayat work, but a very

special one at that.

2 When PN Ajit Tembhekar and Police
Constable Shushant Ranawre of Vishrantwadi
Police Station were patrolling the Tingre

" At first we were worried about approaching him, think that he could be Covid 19
positive, so we made inquiries, but no one was forthcoming. At our wit’s end we
finally dialed 108 and got an ambulance. On its arrival, we called for help from my
colleagues, donning masks and gloves we approached him, and found that he had
no covid like symptoms. We gave him water, revived him and put him the
ambulance and sent him to Sassoon Hospital for admission.”Once they had done
it, the next day they called to check on him, to discover from the attending doctor,
that he was negative, and he had passed out due to sheer starvation from not
having had food for the last three days. Says Ajit, “The doctor categorically told
me, that if we hadn’t sent him that time, he wouldn’t have survived. So it was a

nice feeling that PC Ranawre and | and my colleagues had saved a life.”

Chavan and his team managed to get him
down, and made him sit, gave him water and then called their seniors,
Sr Pl Sampatrao Bhosale, and PSI Rajendra Ghadge, who then guided Chavan and his
colleagues. "On the advice of seniors, we counselled him, told him that we would
speak to those who had loaned him money, and made him understand that suicide
was not the way. Next day we followed up and he was absolutely normal. It was a
great relief to all of us." Trust the Khaki tribe to reach in time, or in the nick of time
and save a life.
