Five from the groom's and five cops, the nuptials
took place.

Says Ghadge, “We all felt as if we were giving away our own daughter, and we even
arranged safe passage for them back to Aurangabad!” So once again, the angels in khaki

wereinaction, blessings being showered all the way!
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D Whena23-year-old desperate girl drank Goodnight, and was admitted to Minerva Hospital,
Shivane, the doc rang up the Uttam Nagar Police Station. Once Sr P | Sunil Pandharkar had her
details, he checked and called up the hospital to say that he and his colleagues would pick up the
tab.

“However, revealed Pandharkar, the hospital treated and discharged her the same day, free
of cost. Onchecking with her husband, we were told that he worked at a medical store in Kothrud,
but couldn't go there because of the lockdown as he didn't even have money to buy rations let
alone petrol” Pandharkar and his men lent the couple a few thousand rupees, and got an NGO to
give them more than a month's rations. Pandharkar also spoke to the medical shop owner and
got the boy his job back, the girl who was working in PCMC had also lost her job, and hence the
attempttokillherself.

Pandharkar successfully counselled both, and says, “They are doing fine, and even came to
thepolice stationtothank us.” Who says angels have wings, these days they wear khaki!
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» Sr. P I Nandkishore Shelke of Sinhgadh Police station and his dedicated
colleagues, with lots of help from SPQ’s Sachin Nivangune, and Ashwini Gore
took care of over 75 vagrants at the Navle Municipal School, at Narhe for over
two months.

Says Shelke, “When we brought them here, at the shelter after the lockdown,
they hadn't bathed, shaved or had a hair cut for days, our team, and the SPQO’s
arranged for this in no time, and gave them new clothes as well, with the help
of several NGO's.”

Shelke, his men, and the SPO’s with their supporters turned this into “gang-
work” and not only did they feed, clothe, shave, bathe them, they even provid-
ed a TV for their entertainment. Mornings began with the Rashtriya Geet, and
as Shelke says, “A few of them were drunkards, and drug addicts, they also got
reformed!” The best compliment came when the time to release them arrived,
“Most didn’t want to leave, avers Shelke.” Now that is some Gangwork! No
wonder khaki’s the coolest color in town!

» When Police Naik Bhavrao Dhapse, attached to the Alankar Police Chowky,
saw a scrawny young man, waiting to talk to him, shaking with fear.. He knew
something was wrong. On asking him what happened the youngster, barely 19,
revealed that he had just left a job in a private hospital, and had kidney stones in
both his kidneys, and was hard put for food , and wanted to head back to Nasik,
his hometown.

Since this happened during Lockdown 1, there was no way that Dhapse could
send the kid back. So from his own salary, for over a month and a half, Dhapse
fed the guy, sometimes at the police station, sometimes at his rented place and
at times even gave him breakfast.

Says Dhapse, “ | offered to buy his medicines but he had them with him, and
I even told him | would help him get operated, and I also convinced his landlady
to delay his rent.”

Finally during Lockdown2.0 Dhapse spoke to a trucker who was headed back
to Nasik after dropping farm produce, to take him back home. Dhapse reveals,

“ He's back with his parents, happy, hale and hearty and calls me everyday to
thank me, and | even went to pay his rent, which he has promised to pay back
once he is back in the city.”

If there was a good samaritan around with angel wings, it's Bhavrao Dhapse,
who became the kid’s lifeguard!

She and her friends, Ms YinminglaRaikhan,and Ms ThangneimoilLudiaVaiphei were
stuck for days in Sangvi, till it became almost impossible for her to continue staying
there,andsoforherfriends.

Somehow, she managed tolocate DCP Crime Bachchan Singh's numberand what's
appedhim.Immediately SinghgotintouchwithSrPIArunWaykar,CrimeBranch Unit 1.
Waykar spoke to her, and recalls, “She was so worried and hassled that | could feel the
tension myself." Promptly he sent her his official vehicle along with a police naik, and
hadherdroppedbackhome.

Says he, “The expression in her voice, when she called to tell me that she had
reached safelywasworthamillion. There wasintense satisfaction of having helped out
someone in distress and therelief at the other end of the line was so evident that even
today|feelhappy."Soherewasonegroup, merrily ferried!
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P WhenGenSherlekar (Retd) 87 years old, staying alone, at SopanBaug, BT Kawde Road,
realized that due to the lockdown his aides a father and son duo staying at Wadgaonsheri
couldn't make it, he panicked. Somehow, he managed to get DCP Crime Brand Bachchan
Singh'swhat'sappnumberandmessagedhim.

Theever-obliging Singh contacted Police Inspector Datta Chavan of Crime Branch Unit
5 at Hadapsar. Chavan quickly got together a team headed by PSI Somnath Shendge and
theyreachedtheretiredgeneral'shouse.

Noronly did they get him his supplies, like veggies etc, but his medicines too, and then
arranged for house help for two days, in the meantime convincing the father-son duo to
come backtowork. Theyarrangednot only the travel pass, butalso helped thembuy fuel for
theirbike!

Kautkar humblydecares, ‘I thank God for sending me there
at the right moment!” However, few days later, the guard from Satara- Sangli district passed
onbeing HIV positive. After a thorough investigation and informing his family, who didn't even

want to collect his remains, Kautkar and his colleagues in Khaki gave him a decent cremation.
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P When PSI Rakesh Sarde, attached to the Pashan Police Chowky under
Chaturshrungi Police Station got a frantic call from a lady, staying at a posh society in
Pashan, stating that her husband had passed away he and his assistants Police Naik
Mahesh Bamgude, PC Aniket Bhosale and Deepak Fasale, along with Police Mitra
GabbarShaikhrushedtoherresidence.

On the way they had already called the PMC liaison officer and an ambulance.
However,aturnofevents, ledtothe PMCrefusing to take the body, ashisreport, taken a
fewdaysearlierindicatedhimasCovid 19 positive.

Undaunted, and with what takes solid guts, they climbed to the ninth-floor
residence and wrapped the body, in a prescribed plastic body bag, two of them wearing
PPEsuits,andtookitto Sassoon Hospital forpost mortem and thenonforthe lastrites.

As Sarde putsit,“ [t was total team work
and not once did any one of us think anything except getting the job done.” Congrats
team PashanPolice Chowky.

kids from a doctor at Sinhgadh Road, Pune, they were couriered through a courier
serviceagency.Howeverduetothelockdown,and nointracity couriers operational, the
parcel was stuck.Choure desperately messaged Sr P | Shelke of Sinhgadh Road Police
station who theninformed API Satish Umare. Umare tracked the courier company, got
themtoopentheir shop, picked up the medicines weighing akilo, and asked Police Naik
Poltohandthemovertohisbatchmate APIPatilof Hadapsarpolice station.

Patil then managed to send the packet to Chawre in Sholapur on time for his kids.
Umare says, ‘It was all team work, Shelke Sir, Police Naik Pol, my batchmate Patil, and
me, we ensured that the medicines reached Sholapur on time. Above and beyond the
callofdutyhasbecomethegoldstandardof Pune Policeandguess whattheentire state
isproudoftheforce.

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P When API Ashish Kavathekar, attached to the Bharatiya Vidyapeeth Police Station had
finished hisnightroundsandreportedatKatrajjunctionforthe"Good Morning" nakabandi,he sawa
heavily pregnantwoman, holdingabagandwalking towards himwithayoungchild.

"She was mentally disturbed, and kept on telling me that she wanted to go to her husband in
Gujaratimmediately. Withthelockdowninplace, therewasnolcould send her."

Seeing her condition, Kavathekarimmediately called an ambulance and sent her to the police
station, having informed both his senior and the lady constable on duty, requesting them to take
extra good care of her. On finishing his duty, he also went to the station, to discover that she had
cometo Pune to console her sister who had lost her husband, and couldn't go back because of the
lockdown. Hersisterwasilltreating her,and sothe earlymorning escape.

Says he, "I requested the Thorve School people to give her aroom, along with the other family,
contacted her husband, requested him to get an ambulance from Guiarat for her and assured him
that she would be well cared for, tillhe came." "We also, he adds, helped him obtain a pass for travel
from Gujarat, and here we spoke to Inspector Shilpa Chavan, who was kind enough to arrange fora
returnonetoo."

Togetherwith thelady constable, she was dropped off at the school, and Kavathekar followed
upthenexttofind that she wasabsolutely fine, and that her hubby was on the way to pick herup. So
hereyouare, Khakihelpcomes moreinstantlythaninstant coffee!
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p  When asocial worker for in touch with DCP Crime Bachchan Singh who is alsoin
charge of issuing passes, and appraised him that a deaf mute couple in Pune was
desparately trying to get back their inconsolable seven year old daughter from
Kohlapur district.

Heimmediately called Inspector Shilpa Chavan from Crime Branch. The ever kind
and helpful Chavan who has been handling passes and permissions round the clock,
gotintouchwiththe couple.

They explained to her in sign language how much their daughter was missing
them.

Says Chavan,’ | then arranged for the child's maternal uncle to go and pick her up
and bring her back to Pune.."

With fondness Chavanrecalls ' The smiles on their faces said it all . You couldn't
have asked for a richer reward.” Now that was a real hearing aid that was heard and
the unspoken words flashing in the eyes said it all.

Says Yasmin, " She told us her name was Meena and that she wanted
to go UP. She also said she had no money. So we took her to the station,
got her attached to the people waiting to go to UP, fed her and the kids,
and gave her INR 500 cash."
