throwaway prices. “A team
headed by sub-inspector
Somnath Shendge Intercep-
ted two men — Shubham
Bhandare (25) of Latur and
Chetan Hingmire (26) from
Kalepadal — for riding a
motorcycle without a num-
ber plate,” Chavan sald.

When the pollce entered
the wehicle's engine and
chassis numbers In a mobl-
le app, they found that the
motorcycle was reported
stolen from Parbhani — an
FIR had been registered
with the New Modha police.
“During questioning, the
suspects admitted tobeinga
part of a four-member gang
that would steal and sell ve-
hicles for a quick buck,”™ de-
puty commissioner of poll-
ce (crime) Bachchan Singh
sald.

“We have selzed 27 mo-
torcycles, totally worth
Rs9.65 lakh, from them,™
Singh added. The police ha-
ve fanned out teams to track
down and arrest the other
two members of the gang.
