Pune: A 19-year-old homeless
youth was arrested on Wed-
nesday afternoon for Kidnap-
ping and killing a two-and-a-
half-year-old girl at the Pune
railway station in wee hours
of Tuesday following a dispu-
te with her father and uncle a
day before.

The arrested youth was
identified as Prathmesh Ga-
ikwad (19) and stayed on the
footpath near the railway sta-
tion. He has his roots in Jeju-
ri, police said.

The girl’s mother lodged a
complaint with the police af-
ter she was Killed. The police
on Wednesday said the girl
was not raped but was tortu-
red by the suspect. Gaikwad
had bite the girl all over, the
policesaid.

As his behaviour turmed “aggres-
sive”, she blocked his number.
Angered by her actions and the fact
that she wixs avolding him, he tried to

talk o the complainant by following
her. She then lodged a police com-

Furthermore, Wagh
would constantly call her
and even threatened the
common friend, asking
Indem o stay away from the
complainant. Following
thiese incidents, she began
avolding him.

“The complainant, ini-
tially, said that she did
ot know Wagh in peron
and talked about his aggressive
natune. Later, we got to know that
Ibaosth o them were In touch with each
other through mobiles. When she
also sabd that she was belng stalked,
we confirmed that person was
Wagh,” Patil added.

Dada Chudappa, police nspector
of Vishrambaug police station, told
Mirror that the acoused was booked
under Indian Penal Code sections
154 (assault or criminal force 1o
woman with intent 1o outrage her
modestyl, 504 (intentional insul
with imtent to provoke breach of the
peace), and 506 (punishment for
criminal irtimddation).
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Five arrested for ‘stealing cash
bag’ containing over Rs 29 lakh
from employee of courier firm

FIVE MENwerearrested recently
for allegedly stealing a bag con-
taining more than Rs 29 lakhin
cash from an employee of a
courier firm on August 10. The
courier, Vitthal Shrinivasrao
Karajgikar (61), was taking the
money for his employer to Pune
ina private bus and had stepped
out to relieve himself at Yerwada,
when the accused grabbed his
bag and fled from the spet.
Theaccused have beeniden-
tified as Gajanan alias Pintu
Pandurang Suvarnakar (30),
Sandip Tanaji Biradar (22),
Mangesh Ramesh Biradar (28),
SumitBalaji Patil {(19) and Rahul
Devidas Suryawanshi (20). Of
these, Suvarnakar also worked

for the employer of Karajgikar,
the courier, in Nanded, but had

left the joba few months ago.

Karajgikar had been tasked
by his employer with giving Rs
29,24,650 to a businessman in
Pune. According to police,
Suvarnakar conspired with five
others and decided to steal the
money from Karajgikar.
Suvamnakar and hisaccomplices
placed Karajgikar under watch
whenheboarded the private bus
with the bag carrying the money,
said police.

When the bus halted in
Yerwada at 6.30 am on August
10,Karajgikar stepped out of the
bus to relieve himself and
Suryanwashi stole the bag and
fled from the spot with the help
of his aides, who were hiding
nearby, police said

Karajgikar lodged the com-
plaint in this case at Yerwadapo-
lice station. The police booked
the accused under sections 395
{dacoity) and 120 (concealing
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design to commit offence pun-
ishable with imprisonment) of
the Indian Pebnal Code.

The police initiated investi-
gationand identified the persons
involved in the robbery. Acting
on a tip-off, the police arrested
Sumit Patili and Rahul
Suryawanshi at Sangamwadi in
Pune, whilethey were allegedly
rying to escape to Latur on a pri-
vate buson Thursday. Police also
arrested Suvarnakar, the key ac-
cused, along with Sandip and
Mangesh Biradar.

According to police, the ac-
cused distributed the cash
among themselves. “We have ar-
rested five persons involved in
the crime. Search is on for the
sixthaccused So far, we have re-
covered Rs 10.5 lakh cash from
the accused. The accused have
been remanded to our custody
for four days,” said Sub-inspec-
tor Mangesh Bhange.
