Using the data,
a team in Camp calls every
person to know about their
experience and whether they
are satisfied with the servic-
es. At least 300 residents are
called for feedback every day.
The objective is to take feed-
back of residents within sev-
en days of their visit to any of
the police station and know-
ing whether their issues are
resolved or not.
