Crime rate has dipped since initiative began last year, say
cops, with improvements in pohcmg preclsmn, detection

henthe Tuesday Review Meetings’
(TRMs) was kicked off by city police
commissioner K Venkatesham In
August last year, itdrew alotofireas
many officers dismissed it as a
wasteful exercise, diverting them from real 1ssues
in their jurisdiction. A year later, a report has re-
corded a drop in crime rate and other imy
ments in policing and has credited the transfor-
mation to these much-hated meetings.

One of the prime objectives of the initiative
was to turn the police officers tech-savvy and
honetheir detection and precision policing skills.
Thestudyhasshown that theeffortshave paid off,
bringing the registered offences remarkably
down from 9,552 last year to 5,423 this year.

The meetings also focused on iImmediate ac-
tion on complalnts received at the police stations
and identification of repeat affenders and histo-
rysheeters. Between the 50 TRMs held so far, 852
repeat offenders, who have been Involved In var-
led crimes, have been brought to lght. The cops
could also zero In on 353 hot spots for crime,
where body offences, chain snatching and acci-
dents were rampant. These spots were since
brought under CCTV camera survelllanceandal-
soextra patrolling.

To improve the conviction rate, the cops took
toclose follow-up on seriousoffences such aschild
abuse. Theprocesssaw the graduate from m-
dimentary maintenanceof law and order tovisthle

Thecell co-ordinates
with the prosecution lawyer, providing the all es-
sential reports and documents related to the case.”

Many of the officers Involved In the meetings
have now conceded that the meetings have
helped. “Dattawad! is one of the most sensitive
police stations. When 1 took charge of it | had 215
offences to Investigate and 550 applications
?endmg before me. Today, we have only 75 of-

ences pending at the station. The quality of In-
vestigation has improved vastly, helping us to
score better conviction rate. To start with, it was
pretty stressful but now we see the change the
meeungs have brought on,” accepted police in-
Devidas Gheware.

Pointing tootherchanges effected by the poli-
cy decisions taken at the meetings, Rajendra Mo-
kashi, police inspector (crime branch ), told Mir-
ror, “Maintaining the muddemal (properties
selzed In different crimes) was a major challenge
for every police statlon. We used to have proper-
ties collected since 1987. Now most of them have
been disposed adhering with legal procedure. The
remalning have been put together atone place —
atthe Shivalinagar headquarters. This has helped
stall tampering of the properties. The Seva appli-
cation has also madea difference, steering people
toapproach the police with a positive mind.”
