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Cyber police arrest Delhi man
for defrauding Pune resident

The accused had taken ¥26.95 lakh from the retired govt servant

he Pune cyber-crime branch has arrest-
ed a person for defrauding a retired gov-
ernment servant on the pretext of get-
ting him the maturity value of some
lapsed insurance policies.

The accused, identified as Shyambabu Kisho-
ri Lal, aresident of New Delhi, convinced thevic-
tim to pay a large amount of money to ‘restart’
these policies which had lapsed due to non-pay-
mentofinstalments. The cyber police have regis-
tered caseagainst him.

In hiscomplainttothepolice, thevictim,who
is a senior citizen living in Navi Peth, said that he
had taken out several insurance policies under
different insurance companies from 2016 to
2017. However, they had lapsed as he had not

paid theinstalmentsand hehad given up hopeof
getting his money back.

He, however, begantohopeagain aftertheac-
cused called him one day on his mobile phone
andsaid that his policies had bought over by Bajaj
Services, a company he said that he worked for,
and stated that he could reactivate his lapsed pol-
icies. Lal alsotold him that him that heneeded to
get new policies as his old policies had matured,
the value of which was Rs 82.92 lakh. The victim
said that Lal told him he could get the entire
amount if he paid tax and service charges on the
said sum. Upon hearing this, the victim trans-
ferred Rs 26.95 lakh to Lal. Following the transac-
tion, Lal stopped taking the victims phone calls
andblocked him.

After getting the complaint, the cyber-crime
cell team investigating the case set a trap in Delhi
anddetained Lalon October4. Policeareinvestigat-

The case came to light after he was
arrested In relation to a break-in rob-
bery in Kondhwa. On interrogation,
he spilled the beans and told cops
about ing. Kale has a criminal
record and police have linked him
with 20 break-in robbery cases so far.
He has been charged In these cases.
They suspect helsinvolved in another
10incidents.

According to the police, the accu-
sed's modus operandl was that he
would target houses in broad davlight,
when people would either be at work
or dropping their children to school.
they said he would commit robberies
in daytime as he used to get confused
about how todo it at night.

Police have recovered stolen goods
and cashworthacombined Rs 28.8lakh
from Kale., This includes 470 gram gold
jewellery and Rs 10 lakh in cash.

They sald that whenever he suc-
cessfully pulled off a big robbery, he
wanted to celebrate so he would shift
to another locality and marry a wom-
an. This led tohim marrying six differ-
ent women over a period of two years.

of police Ravindra Shiswe and addi-
tional commissioner Sunil Pulari in a
pressconference.

In the past few months, the num-
berof burglaries had Increased in Bha-
godaya Nagar In Kondhwa. Police
linked Kale to these incidents after re-
viewing footage from CCTV cameras.
Overall, police Investigated footage
from 280 cameras. However, duetono
CCTV cameras being present in rural
areas, Investigation was hampered.
Despite this, police managed to iden-
tify Kaleand otheraccused inthe thor-
ough records from Yerwada jall. Kale
was released from jail in 2017.

Reddy’s high-end phoneand
cash iotalling Rs 2, 37,000 was wiped
out by the accused. Reddy then
lodged a complaint with Chandan
Nagar police.

Shankar Khatke, senior policein-
spector attached to Chandan Nagar
police station, told Mirror, “The ac-
cused has been booked under sec-
tons 380 and 420 of the Indian Pe-
nal Code and Information Technol-
ogy Act 66 (C). Our team reached

Pune: The city crime branch
on Friday arrested the leader
of “Handsome Group” — a
Delhi-based gang — for stea-
ling four luxury wristwatches
worth over Rs5 lakh from a
mall on SB Road.

A team headed by inspec-
tor Anjum Bagwan zeroed in
on the gang's kingpin — Vivek
Manavsingh Rawat (33) of Fa-
ridabad near Delhi. Police re-
covered all the four stolen
wristwatches from his posses-
sion. His criminal antece-
dents are being checked with
the Delhi police.

The gang of four school
dropouts were brand conscio-

us. They would steal only
high-end goods to make mo-
ney. The gang members would
fly to different cities for execu-
ting the theft plans.

Rawat, a handsome man,
maintained a high-flying lifes-
tyle, said the police. The other
members of the gang also
dressed nicely to venture into
different malls and while tra-
velling in planes.

BRAND CONSCIOUS

The theft of wristwatches
in the city mall had occurred
on August 8. It cametolight on
August 23 when the mall aut-
horities checked the invento-
rv. The crime branch officials
subsequently arrested three
members of the “Handsome
Group, identified as Ashish
Kushal Bist, Akash Balkishan
Dhaka and Ravindarsingh
Amarjitsingh, all residents of
Delhi.

Deputy commissioner of
police (crime) Bachchan
Singh said, “Rawat and the

threeothersarrested in theca-
se were schoolmates. The
school dropouts came toget-
her and formed the gang. As
Rawat hails from a good fami-
Iy he is fairly aware about dif
ferent brands and their value
intheresalemarket.”

Singh said, “The gang
members decided to steal only
branded articles from malls.
They used to visit the malls in
Pune, Mumbai and other citi-
es in India to steal costly bran-

ded articles. They used to tra-

veltodifferent cities by flights.
The three men arrested earli-
er executed the thefts, while
Rawat looked for customers in
the national capital region.”

Bist, Dhaka and Amarjit-
singh had also stolen costly T-
shirts from a mall in Mumbai.
They were subsequently ar-
rested.

Inspector Bagwan said Ra-

wat used to maintain a good li-
festyle by keeping some of the
stolen goods for himself. He
used to sell the rest with the
help of hisaffluent friends.

Pune: A former employvee of a
gas agency was arrested by the
Aldrport police on Friday on the
charges of stealing 21 commer-
cial eas cyvlinders worth
Rs58.,800 from the gsodown of
the company in L.ohegaon.

The police said the accused,
Bhikaram Thichad (25) from
Jodhpur, stole the cylinders so-
metime between Wednesday
and Thursday, in a bid to ex-
tract revenge from the gas
agency over his pendingdues of
Rs5000.

Senior inspector Gajanan
Pawar, in-charge of the Airport
police station, said. ““Thichad
entered the godown at Haranta-
le Vasthi by breaking the gate,
loaded the stolen cylinders in a
tempo that he had brought with
him, and fled. The security gu-
ard was on leave then. Investi-
gations revealed that Thichad
committed the theft because he
had not received his salaryv of
Rs5,000 from the gas agency ow-
ner even after leaving the job
nearly three months back.”

Inspector (crime) Balwant
Mandage said, “We zeroed in
on Thichad after a CCTV came-
ra installed inside the gsodown
had captured images of him
while committing the crime.
The agency owner, Vivek Deng-
Iurkar (40), filed a complaint af-
ter the former employvee did not
return the cyvlinders.”™

Inspector Patilsaid the Pu-
ne rural police had arrested
Dagade and his wife in June
and detected thefts in marria-
ge halls in Saswad, Walchand-
nagar, Talegaon Dhamdhere,
Otur, Wagholi and other parts
of thedistrict. The two had l1a-
ter been released on bail.
