Shindewal was among the
six othersarrested. Theother
five men — Sharif Shaikh,
Ashok Pradhan, Abdul Sat-

tar, Moghul Anwarali Baig,
Prabhu Nanjwade — helped
Qureshi sell the loot. Police
recovered 830gm of gold and
6.3kg of silver from them.

Qureshi has cases registe-
red against him at 24 of the 31
police stations in Pune, Shis-
vesaid.

“As per the investigation,
Qureshi — with help from
Shindewal — would conduct
arecceof housingsocieties in
his car. He then struck at lock-
edflats, mostly at night, while
Shindewalkepta watch outsi-
de,” Shisve said, elaborating
on how Qureshi operated.

Pune: Three of the five men
who vandalized a private ho-
spitalat Ashirwad Chowk in
Kondhwa on Wednesday
night were arrested by the
Kondhwa police on Friday.

Those arrested were To-
usif Shaikh (24), Sohail Qu-
reshi (23) and Mehboob Sha-
ilkkh (24) from Shivnerinagar
They will remain in police
custody till February 10.

Pune: A heated argument over
parking space a forinight ago is
suspected to be the trigger be-
hind an autorickshaw driver’s
suicide.

The deceased, Sunil Ram-
chandra Bhargade (47) of San-
toshnagar in Katraj, was found
hanging from a neem tree near
Jambhulwadi lake around Z2pm
on Monday, police said.

The Bharati Vidyapeeth po-
lice arrested an autorickshaw
driver; Sachin Dattatray Ab-
hangrao (30) of Dattanagar in
Ambegaon, and booked his ac-
complice on Monday night on
the charge of abetting Bharga-
de’s suicide.

The police have launched a
manhunt for Abhangrao’s ac-
complice, who is also an auto-
rickshaw driver:

Bhargade’s daughter lodged
a complaint with the police sta-
ting that an autorickshaw driver
and his friend threatened her
father of dire consequences
over a parking dispute at the
Shaninagar chowk stand in Kat-
rajafortnightago.

their milk bills. It is
only when the dairy
owner called them to
pay the dues that the
residents realised that
an unknown person
was cheating them for
a while.

A complaint in this
regard was lodged by
Trupti Shinde, 41, fol-
lowing which Siddheshwar Ambare was nabbed by
police with coordination from the citizens.

Police sub.inspector Mohan Jadhav told Mirror, “He
has conned peopie like this in many areas. He would
target houses at a time where he would find people,
especially women, for long hours. He would approach,
saying that the milk bills were pending after which they
were pald without much enquiry.”™

After getting a lot of written complaints in this mat-
ter, the police asked the citizens to be aware and also
said that if a person a hed to collect milk bill in
such a manner, they were to call the cops immediately.

On February 22, the accused went to the complain-
ant’s house asking for the bill. She called the dairy
owner confirming if he had sent anybody for the
amount, to which he replied negatively. The complain-
ant immediately called the police and reported the
accused.

Two police constables from Chaturshring! police sta-
tion Uday Rakshye and Ajay Galkwad reached the spot
and detained the accused. The police have booked him
under Indian Penal Code section 420 for cheating.
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
